Eligibility Criteria

To be considered for entry to the Sunflower Festival, submit the application below with images of the
work to be exhibited. Applications will be REVIEWED FOR ELIGIBILITY BY A JURY for the Mountainair
Sunflower Festival, and then artists/craftspeople will be notified of acceptance at which time payment
will be required.

Eligibility criteria include the following:

¢ Quality of artwork

¢ Originality and Creativity

e Artistic Design

e Technique

e Execution

e Overall Impression of artwork



Guidelines for Eligibility

All work must be handmade, designed, created and produced by the artist/craftsperson.

e No imported goods

¢ No manufactured items or works produced by someone other than the exhibiting artist

¢ No forms of machine-made or mass produced work

¢ No commercial casts, molds or other production items

¢ No factory produced functional or wearable items, regardless of additional modification or
enhancement by the artist/craftsperson

¢ No kits, patterns, plans, prefabricated forms.

¢ No mugs, tiles, hats, t-shirts or functional items with reproductions of the artist’s original work

e Buy-Sell is prohibited.

¢ Limited edition, unframed, signed and numbered reproductions of the artist’s original work are
admissible but must be labeled clearly as such and only constitute 20% of the total booth content.

¢ All work exhibited must be consistent with the images submitted with the application.

Artists/craftspeople are responsible for complying with the guidelines above and respecting the eligibility
criteria. All work will be reviewed for compliance. Artists who do not comply with guidelines will be
asked to leave.

Booth Guidelines

The booth must clearly DISPLAY THE NAME OF THE EXHIBITING ARTIST OR CRAFTSPERSON. Artwork
attractively presented will benefit your sales and contribute to the overall professional appearance of the
festival. All artists and vendors are responsible for keeping their space clean during the festival and at
end-of-day cleanup. More than one exhibitor may share booth space. A $10 fee is required for an
additional exhibiting artist/craftsperson in the same booth.

Booth Sizes
Outdoor booths (10' x 10') are limited to 50 accepted artists.

Booth Fees:

e $40 Outdoor Booth for ONE Artist
e $50 Outdoor Booth for TWO Artists

Amenities:
Water and breaks are provided upon request. Let a festival volunteer know that you need to take a food
or restroom break. Breaks are limited to 15 minutes.
